Lightning

About this Manual

This manual provides instructions to help you enjoy your new TV. It shows you how to
connect to an antenna or cable, cable box, VCR, DVD, satellite receiver, stereo system, or
camcorder. Once your TV is connected, follow the instructions and use the remote control to
access the on-screen menus.

Batteries for the Remote Control

Insert two AA (R6) batteries (supplied) into the remote control using the following illustration
as a guide.

#5 Under normal conditions, batteries will last up to six months. If the remote control does not operate
properly, the batteries might be worn out.

#9 If you will not be using the remote control for an extended period of time, remove the batteries to
avoid possible damage from battery leakage.
