Care and cleaning of the glass cooktop

Normal daily use cleaning

Use only a ceramic cooktop cleaner. Other creams may not be as effective.
By following these steps, you can maintain and protect the surface of your glass cooktop.
1. Before using the cooktop for the first time, clean it with a ceramic cooktop cleaner.

e This helps protect the top and makes cleanup easier.

e Daily use of a ceramic cooktop cleaner will help keep the cooktop looking new.
2. Shake the cleaning cream well. Apply a few drops of cleaner directly to the cooktop.
3. Use a papertowel ora cleaning pad for ceramic cooktops to clean the entire cooktop

surface.

4. Useadry cloth or paper towel to remove all cleaning residue. No need to rinse.

4. Don't use the surface units again until all of the residue has been completely removed.

If pitting or indentations in the glass surface have already occurred, the cooktop glass will
have to be replaced.
