Installation

Parts included:

1. Position and level the dryer.

+ Recommended rear clearance
minimum is 2 in (51 mm) for utility
connections and 6 in (152 mm) when
venting through rear of unit

2. Connect exhaust system.

+ Dryer must be exhausted to the
outdoors

+ Use 4in (102 mm) rigid duct

+ Maximum straight duct length = 65 ft
(19.8 m). Each elbow deduct 10 ft (3
m)

+ Sufficient make-up air must be sup-
plied. The free area of any opening
for outside air must be at least 40 in?
(25806 mm?) per unit
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Three (3) Screws
(Electric Models)

Gas models - connect gas supply pipe.
Gas service to a gas dryer must conform
with the local codes and ordinances.
Refer to installation instructions, which can
be found at

speedqueendoc.net

- Tighten all connections securely but
do not overtighten to avoid breaking
or bending the gas valve bracket.

Turn on gas and check all pipe
connections (internal and external) for
gas leaks by applying a non-corrosive
leak detection fluid to the fittings. If
bubbles are present then a leak is likely.

Retighten connections and recheck for
leaks.

Electric models - connect electrical cord
with three-wire or four-wire plug.

Wipe out inside of dryer.
Plug in the dryer.

Start dryer and check that dryer is heating.
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Cycle Information

The following cycle descriptions will help determine which cycle to choose depending on the type of laundry being dried.

Time Dry Cycle

This cycle will operate dryer for up to 75
minutes. Cottons and heavyweight items
dry best between 50 and 75 minutes,
and lightweight items dry best between
20 and 40 minutes.

Automatic Regular/
Delicate Cycle

Use for sturdy items like play or work
clothes and also for delicate items.
The type of heat is determined by
choosing the proper Fabric Selector
option. There are three settings in the
Automatic Regular/Delicate cycle: Max
Dry, More Dry, and Less Dry.

Automatic Perm
Press/Knits Cycle

Use for permanent press items

and synthetics. The type of heat is
determined by selecting the proper
Fabric Selector option. There are three
settings in the Automatic Perm Press/
Knits cycle: More Dry, Less Dry, and
Cool Down (select models).

Sanitize*

This is a high heat, 75 minute cycle
intended to sanitize medium size loads.
Be sure to follow the item manufacturer's
fabric care instructions.

Set the Cycle Selection to Time Dry, Max
Dry, the Fabric Selector to Perm Press/
Regular, and allow the dryer to complete
the cycle uninterrupted.

*Bacteria tested by an independent lab were Staphylococcus aureus, Pseudomonas aeruginosa, Klebsiella pneumoniae. Individual results may vary.
