 To turn the power off
Press ON/STANDBY to turn the unit off.

Notes
• Do not move the DVD player during playback. Doing so may 

damage the disc.
• Use the OPEN/CLOSE button to open and close the disc tray. 

Do not push the disc tray while it is moving. Doing so may cause 
the DVD player to malfunction.

• Do not push up on the disc tray or put any objects other than 
discs on the disc tray.

Playing a Disc
This section shows you the basics on how to play a disc.

CAUTION
Keep your fi ngers well clear of the disc tray as it is closing. 
Neglecting to do so may cause serious personal injury.

Preparations
• When you want to view a disc, turn on the TV and select the 

video input connected to the DVD player.
• When you want to enjoy the sound of discs from the audio 

system, turn on the audio system and select the input 
connected to the DVD player.

• If the disc tray is holding a disc you have already played, playback 

will begin from the location where you last stopped. For resuming 
playback, see  17 .

Occasionally, some picture noise not usually visible during 
a normal broadcast may appear on the TV screen while 
playing a DVD because the high resolution pictures on 
these discs include a lot of information.
