INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

> Before Using Your Wine Cooler
[ ]

Remove wooden support at the bottom by removing the 4 screws holding it to the metal
frame. Use a wrench.

» Insert both leveling legs provided thru the uncovered holes at the front to desired height.
Remove the exterior and interior packing.

. Check to be sure the following parts are included:
= Seven Slide Out Wooden shelves
»  2leveling legs
= 2Keys
= 1 Bottom Metai Rack

s Before connecting the appliance to the power source, let it stand upright for
approximately 2 hours. This will reduce the possibility of a malfunction in the cooling
system from handling during transportation.

» Clean the interior surface with lukewarm water using a soft cloth.

> Installation of Your Wine Cooler

¢ Place your appliance on a floor that is strong enough to support the appliance when it is
fully loaded. To level your appliance, adjust the legs at the front of the appliance. —

* Locate the appliance away from direct sunlight and sources of heat (stove, heater,
radiator, etc.). Direct sunlight may affect the acrylic coating and heat sources may
increase electrical consumption. Extreme cold ambient temperatures may also cause
the appliance not to perform properly.

» Be sure provide minimum 10 cm {4") distance from back—wall and

minimum 25cm (10"} distance from top for installation position.

o Avoid locating the appliance in moist areas. Too much moisture in the air will cause frost

to form quickly on the evaporator.
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» Electrical Connection

M Warning ¥
fmproper use of the grounded plug can resuit in the risk of electrical shock. If the power
cord is damaged, have it replaced by an authorized Avanti Products service center.

This appliance should be properly grounded for vour safety. The power cord of this appliance is
equipped with a three-prong plug which mates with standard three prong wall outlets to minimize the
possibility of electrical shock.

Plug the appliance into an exclusive properly installed-grounded wall outlet. Do not under any
circumstances cut or remove the third (ground) prong from the power cord. Any questions concerning
power and or grounding shauld be directed toward a certified electrician or an authorized Avanti
Products service center.

This appliance requires a standard 115/120-volt. 60Hz electrical outlet with three-prong ground.
The cord should be secured behind the appliance and not left exposed or dangling to prevent
accidental injury.

Do not use an adapter piug with this appliance.

Do not use an extension cord with this appliance. If the power cord is too short, have a qualified
electrician or service technician an outlet near the appliance.

IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS
Do not store food in wine cooler, as interior temperature may not get cool enough to prevent spoilage.
As a natural result of condensation, in summer months or areas of high humidity, the glass door may
build up moisture on the outside. Just wipe it away.

» TEMPERATURE CONTROL
» The first time you turn the unit on, set the temperature controi to “MAX" position.
¢ The settings of the temperature control are “OFF”, “MIN", “NORMAL" and “MAX". After 20
minutes, adjust the temperature control setting to “NORMAL". The setting of “NORMAL" should
be correct for home or office wine ¢cooler use. _
» To turn the wine ¢ooler off, turn the temperature control to "OFF”.

= Turning the temperature control to “OFF" position stops the cooling cycle, but does not
shut off the power to the wine cooler.

= |f the unit is unplugged, power lost, or turned off, you must wait 3 to 5 minutes before
restarting the unit. If you attempt to restart before this time delay, the wine cooler will not
start. : .

= The green light indicates the wine cooler is properly connected to the electrical power.

» The range between “MIN" and “MAX" is from 65° F to 45° F, which is ideal for the storage
of wines.



~ OPERATING YOUR WINE COOLER

It is recommended you install the wine cooler in a place where the ambient temperature is between
72-78 degrees Fahrenheit. If the ambient temperature is above or below recommended
temperatures, the performance of the unit may be affected. For example, placing your unit in extreme
cold or hot conditions may cause interior temperatures to fluctuate. The range of 4565 degrees
Fahrenheit may not be reached. :

Recommended Temperatures for Chilling Wine

Red Wines: 60-85° F
Dry/White Wines 50-59° F
Sparkling Wines 49-51° F
Rose Wines 45-49° F

Also, there is an 8 to 10° F variance between the top and bottom shelves of the wine chiller,
Therefore, if you want to place a mix of white and red wines, you may want to place the white wine
bottles on the bottom shelves and the red wines on the top shelves.

» SHELVES:

To accommodate different size bottles, they can be moved up or down by sliding them out the tracks
first. Shelves are designed to accommodate maximum amaount of bottles.

To remove shelves place arms under the shelf and gently push up on the rear of the shelf. Then slide
the shelf outward (forward).

> DOOR LOCK:
For safety and security, your unit is equipped with a door lock and key. Door will not lock until the key
is removed. This eliminates the risk of accidental child entrapment. Two keys are included with your

lock.
CARE ANP MAINTENANCE

» Cleaning Your Wine Cooler
* Turn the temperature control to *"OFF", unplug the appliance, and remove the contents.
Unplug the wine cooler and remove the bottles.
* Wash the inside with a warm water and baking soda solution. The solution should be about 2
tablespoons of baking soda to a quart of water.
The outside of the wine cooler should be cleaned with mild detergent and warm water.
It may also be necessary to periodically wipe the bottomn part of the storage area, as the wine
cooler is designed to retain humidity, and condensation may collect there.
> Maintenance of Your Wine Cooler
*» Power Failure :
Most power failures are corrected within a few hours and should not affect the temperature of your
wine cooler if you minimize the number of times the door is opened. If the power is going to be off for
& longer period of time, you need to take the proper steps to protect your contents.

» Vacation Time :

» Short vacations: Leave the appliance operating during vacations of less than three weeks.
Long vacations: If the appliance will not be used for several months, remove alt items and
unplug the power cord. Clean and dry the interior thoroughly. To prevent odor and mold growth,
leave the door open slightly: blocking it open if necessary

> Moving Your Wine Cooler

Remove all the bottles.

Securely tape down all loose items inside your wine cooler.

Turn the leveling screws up to the base to avoid damage.

Tape the doors shut.

Be sure the wine cooler stays in the upright position during transportation.




PROBLEMS WITH YOUR WINE COOLER?

You can solve many common wine cooler problems easily, saving you the cost of a possible service
call. Try the suggestions below to see if you can solve the problem before calling the servicer.

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> UBICACION

Seleccione un lugar con piso firme y nivelado.

2. Su vinera requiere ventilacién. Deje un espacio minimo de 5" hacia arriba y espacio suficiente en la
parte posterior para permitir la circuiacion de aire.

3. Evite juz directa del sol o calor. La |uz directa del sol puede afectar la capa de pintura. Las fuentes
de calor en su proximidad causaran consumo mayor de electricidad.

4. Para un mejor desempefio, nivele la vinera utilizando las patas ajustables ¢ tornillos niveladores.
Para verificar, abra la puerta hasta la mitad, debe regresar sola.

5. No instale la unidad donde la temperatura sea menor a 65° F ( 16°C)

> INSTALACION
Retire los accesorios de empaque (plasticos protectores, cartdn y tiras engomadas). Limpie el exterior
con un trapo suave y seco y el interier con un trapo himedo vy tibio.

» PRECAUCIONES

No guarde alimentos en la vinera.

La parte externa de la puerta de vidrio puede mostrar sighos de humedad durante los meses de
verano o en &reas de alta humedad, esto es el resultado natural de la condensacion.

» INSTRUCCIONES PARA LA CONEXION A TIERRA

Este aparato electrodoméstico debe estar conectado a tierra. En caso de un cortocircuito eléctrico, la
conexién a tierra reduce el riesgo de choque eléctrico proparcionando un cable de escape para la
corriente eléctrica. Este aparato viene equipado con un cordén que posee un cable a tierra con un
enchufe de conexién a tierra. Este enchufe debe estar conectado a un tomacorriente instalado
correctamente y conectado a tierra.

> NO USE UN CORDON DE EXTENSION ELECTRICA
Use un tomacorriente exclusivivamente de pared. No conecte su vinera a cordones de prolongacién
eléctrica o junto a cualquier otro electrodoméstico en el mismo tomacorriente de pared.

» OPERACION

Enchufe el cable al tomacorriente, que debe ser 115-120v, 10 AMP © mas. Para evitar

vibraciones, la caja debe estar bien nivelada. Para encender el refrigerador, gire &l control de
temperatura a la posicién que corresponda al enfriamiento deseado. Bajo condiciones normales mueva
¢l control a la posicién "NORMAL".

> USANDO SU VINERA

Le recomendamos que instale su vinera en un lugar donde la temperatura esté entre los 72° a 78°
Fahrenheit. Si la temperatura ambiental es mayor o menor que la temperatura recomendada, el
funcionamiento de la unidad podria ser afectado. Por ejemplo, si mantiene la unidad en condiciones de
calor o frlo extremo, puede ocasionar que la temperatura interna fluctie y que no se alcance el rango
de 45° a 65° Fahrenheit.

CONTROL DE TEMPERATURA
e La primera vez que encienda la unidad, ponga el control de temperatura en la posicion
“MAX"(maximo).

s Las posiciones del control de temperatura son “OFF" (apagado), “MIN"(minimo),
*NORMAL"(normal) y “MAX"(méaximo). Luego de 20 minutos, ajuste la temperatura a “NORMAL".
La posicion “NORMAL" es la indicada cuando usted use el refrigerador de vinos enfacasao la
oficina.

e Para apagar la unidad, ajuste la temperatura a “OFF" (apagado).

> ESTANTES:

Para acomodar varios tamanos de botellas, ios estantes se deslizan hacia afuera y pueden moverse
hacia arriba o hacia abajo en cualquiera de los rieles moldeados a los lados.

Para remover los estantes, coloque los brazos por debajo y empuje suavemente hacia arriba. Deslice
el estante hacia afuera.

> CERRADURA:,:

Por razones de seguridad, su vinera esta equipada con una cerradura y llave.

Para eliminar el riesgo que un nifio quede atrapado accidentalmente, fa puerta no se cierra con seguro
hasta que |a Have sea removida.

Dos llaves estan incluidas con la cerradura.

> ECONOMIA DE ENERGIA
Evite dejar por mucho tiempo la pueria abienta.

» Evite aperturas frecuentes de la puerta.
s Cologue el botdn de control de temperaturas en la posicién adecuada.
> CUIDADOS DURANTE PERIODOS DE AUSENCIA

Para cortos periodos de ausencia ( menos de 21 dias ) el refrigerador podra quedarse
funcionando. Cologue el botdn de control de temperatura en la posicién minima.

* En periodos de ausencia mas largos, se aconseja dejar el refrigerador limpio y desconectado.
» Retire todo lo que tenga adentro del refrigerador y haga la impieza general.

¢ Deje la puerta entreabierta para que penetre el aire y asi evitar la formacion de olores.

» ADVERTENCIA IMPORTANTE
Una vinera vacia es una atraccién muy peligrosa para los nifios. Quite los sellos magnéticos, puertas o
cerraduras de todo electrodoméstico que no esté en uso.
