17 Preset 1/Repeat Recall/Set preset 1. Repeat menu (repeat the current song, folder or album).

18 Track/Tune Down Changes to the previous song or radio station. Hold to rewind or seek down.

19 Display Cycles displayed information. Hold to set the clock.

20 Band/Esc Accesses more radio presets, cycles between FM/AM radio. Exits menus.

Press MODE to select between AM/FM, CD player, auxiliary 
front/rear, operation of iPod, USB and SD card.
